· Drawn, internet source, photoshop, etc.

· At least 5 must be hand drawn

5. Organize your storyboard

· Should have structure

Grading Criteria:

A = 10 causes (100 pts.), text is typed or written neatly in ink, and 10 illustrations
B = 8 causes (80 pts.), text is typed or written neatly in ink, and 8 illustrations
C = 7 causes (70 pts.), text is typed or written neatly in ink, and 7 illustrations
D = 6 causes (60 pts.), text is typed or written neatly in ink, and 6 illustrations
