Project Two: Major Battles

We will be examining some of the major battles of the Civil War.  You will be creating a timeline of some of these battles, in your own creative format (poster board, actual timeline, PowerPoint, etc), but remember, it must be a timeline.  Each battle must be placed in its correct chronological order, and include its name, the location of the battle, the date(s) of the battle, total casualties, the winner (if there was one), a brief description explaining the significance of the battle (what it’s known for), and an illustration.

Criteria:
1. Title for your timeline

2. Each Battle in Chronological Order
a. Name of Battle

b. Location of the Battle

c. Date(s)

d. Casualties (deaths, injuries, missing in action)

e. The winner
f. Brief description (1 to 3 sentence summary of battle’s significance)
g. Illustration for 5 battles (map, picture, major character, symbol, etc.)
*Five battles listed below are required.
Grading Criteria:
A = 10 Battles (100 pts.) typed or written neatly in ink, and 5 illustrations
B = 8 Battles (80 pts.) typed or written neatly in ink, and 4 illustrations
C =7 Battles (70 pts.) typed or written neatly in ink, and 3 illustrations
D = 6 Battles (60 pts.) typed or written neatly in ink, and 2 illustrations
