· From the list below, choose four different topics relating to Japan, and write a haiku for each.

· Each haiku must follow the rules of the poem.

· Each haiku must provide information on the topics that you chose.

· Each haiku needs to have an original title.

· A hand drawn picture is needed for each haiku poem, relating to the poem.

· No opinions, just facts. 
Grading:

· A (40-36) 4 correctly written poems complete with information, and 4 pictures.

· B (35-32) 4 correctly written poems with some information, and 4 pictures.
· C (31-28) 4 haiku poems stating the topics, and 4 pictures.

· D (27-24) 3 haiku poems and 3 pictures.
Haiku:   total of 17 syllables
· Line 1 = 5 syllables
Line 2 = 7 syllables

Line 3 = 5 syllables
Topics (choose four):
· Prince Shotoku (accomplishments)

· Feudalism (what it is, how it works)

· Samurai (bushido, loyalty, honor, warfare, attire, etc.)

· Japan’s Geography (ring of fire, islands, etc.)

· Social Structure (classes and roles)

· Mongol Invasions (1st and 2nd)

· Clans Battle for Power (Taira and Minamoto)
